. What special words, sacramental actions or religious symbols are used to challenge

and inform children’s understanding of God?
e How do children show their respect for each other and adults in the school community?
e How are children encouraged to value and respect their own and other people’s

belongings?

e How do policies and practices in the school engender respect for all members of the
school community?
