Autumn 

Me and My Community
This project teaches children about the different communities that 
they are part of and explores themes including family, friendship, 

school and people who help in the local community.   

Let’s Explore  
This project teaches children about the different environments that 
they share with others, including their homes, the school and places 

in their locality.  

Exploring Autumn
This mini project teaches children about the natural changes that 
happen during autumn, including how the weather changes, why 
trees lose their leaves and how wild animals prepare for the cold 

weather coming in winter.  
 

Build It Up 
This mini project teaches children about different structures and 

buildings that they can find in the world around them and gives them 
opportunities to work in groups to create exciting structures.  

Once Upon a Time  
This language-rich project supports children to develop a love of 

stories and reading. It encourages children to learn, retell and act out 
familiar and traditional tales, including Goldilocks, The Three Little Pigs 

and Cinderella. 
 

Marvellous Machines
This interest-led project teaches children about the important 

technology that is part of their daily lives and how machines help 
us. The project gives them the opportunity to build and create 

marvellous machines.
